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What is Personal Data?
Personal data is information about you. This is information that could potentially identify you. This includes your name, your date of birth, your address and phone number.

[bookmark: _Toc218000851]Lawful Basis for Processing Personal Data
We process personal data in accordance with the UK General Data Protection Regulation (UK GDPR) and the Data Protection Act 2018. The lawful basis we rely on depends on the purpose for which the data is collected and the individual concerned. We do not rely on consent where another lawful basis is more appropriate, particularly where there is an imbalance of power.
We primarily process pupil personal data under the lawful bases of public task and legal obligation, where processing is necessary for the provision of education, safeguarding, welfare, assessment, and compliance with regulatory and inspection requirements. In limited circumstances, such as the use of photographs for marketing purposes, we may rely on consent, which can be withdrawn at any time.

Why does School need this Information?
We have a duty of care under the law to you. The law states that we need this information to know who is attending the school and to provide you with an education.
It is important for the school to keep you safe and hold this information to enable us to do this.

Who does School Share Your Data With?
It is important for us to share some of this information with the police, the NHS and exam boards.
We must also share this information with the local authority.

Where does School Keep this Data?
[image: ]We keep this data within the school, in a large manner of ways. This could be in files under lock and key or on a computer with strong security.




How long does the school keep this data for?
We often review our files to ensure we are only holding the documents we need. Once you leave the school, we may be required to keep some information about you.
